APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE were received from Mrs J Farmham and Clir J Crane. Apologies for late
arrival were received from Mr M Chambers.

DECLARATION OF INTERESTS — The following member declared an interest:
Mr C Long — item 5(i) — a member of the Village Hall Committee.

LOCAL POLICING MATTERS - There were no police present but a letter was read out from the
Chairman of a local Neighbourhood Watch Committee, Mr Leary. This committee was seeking the support
of the Parish Council in having the cut between Overton Way and Stagsden permanently closed off. Mr
Leary was present as a member of the public and presented the Parish Council with a petition from the
residents of Overton Way. The matter was discussed at length. Clir Kempsell proposed that the Parish
Council should forward these documents to the City Council with the comment that the Parish Council
neither endorses nor opposes the request contained therein. However, the Parish Council was deeply
concerned about the serious anti-social behaviour problem. This was seconded by Mr Howlett and carried.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21 MARCH 2007 — Mr Howlett proposed and Mrs Harkness
seconded that the minutes be signed as a true and correct record. This was carried.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Drinking Ban (Minute 3)

This item was brought forward from the last meeting and discussed particularly with regard to the anti-
social behaviour problem mentioned above in item 3. Clir Kempsell proposed and Mrs Harkness seconded
that the Parish Council should request that the City Council liaise with the local police to examine the
historical instances of drink related problems officially recorded in the Orton Waterville village area and,
should the figures support the introduction of a local drinking ban in the area of the shops in Church Drive,
that this be proceeded with in all haste. This was carried.

Vacancies (Minute 5b)

Mr Gillings accepted the co-option to the vacancy in Orton Goldhay East parish ward and was welcomed to
the meeting by the Chairman. A further application was received from Mr M Stone. This was circulated
with the agenda. Mr Chambers proposed and Mr Long seconded that Mr Stone be co-opted to the vacancy
in the Orton Wistow parish ward. This was carried.

Press Releases (Minute 5b)

Two of the vacancies advertised in Orton Oracle have been filled. Mr Chambers proposed that this should
be reported to the Press and the remaining vacancy advertised. This was seconded by Mr Howlett and
carried. The article on Parking Restrictions appeared in the ET but the editor also got the Village Hall
AGM mixed up with the Parish Council meeting. Cllr Kempsell agreed to contact the editor to sort this
problem.

Following discussion Mrs Beeton proposed and Mrs Harkness seconded that a committee be set up to look
into this matter further. This was carried. It was agreed that Mr Smith, Miss Cairns and Mr Chambers
would form this committee.
