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APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE were received from Mrs A Beeton , Mrs G Thornley, Councillor J Crane,
Councillor A Kempsell, Councillor Mrs D Lamb and Councillor W Trueman.

DECLARATION OF INTERESTS — The following members declared interests:

Mr Cyril Long — item 5b — a member of the Village Hall Committee and item 5a - his property is close to
the tree belt being discussed.
Mrs Kim Whitworth — item 3 —a member of the Police Authority.

LOCAL POLICING MATTERS - Sgt Sheffield had telephoned with apologies from the police —he had no
staff available to send. However, his reply to the letter about the issuing of tickets by PCSOs was circulated
with the agenda. In it he explains that it is government legislation that prevents PCSOs from issuing these
fixed penalty notices and suggests that we could write to our local MP. Mr Chambers proposed and Mr
Smith seconded that this suggestion be taken up. It was carried.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17 MAY 2006 — Item 3(e) Orton Youth & Community Trust —
the representative should read Mrs D Harkness. Subject to this amendment, Mr Chambers proposed and
Mrs Farnham seconded that the minutes be signed as a true and correct record. This was carried.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Tree and Hedgerow Management (Minute 8a).
Notification was received that there were no objections to trimming the churchyard tree and so Mr Hopper
was instructed to proceed.

A phone call was received from Mr Scane of Pembroke Avenue whose garden backs on to the Play Area.
He had complained to the City Council about the tree belt between his property and the Play Area but was
referred to the Parish Council. The City Council does not maintain this shelterbelt. Mr Smith proposed and
Mrs Harkness seconded that before proceeding to coppice these trees adjacent property owners should be
notified of the Parish Council’s intention. This motion was carried.

Village Hall Graffiti (Minute 8b).

No response to the invitations to tender for the painting of the brickwork had yet been received. The graffiti
on the front doors had been successfully removed by Malcolm Smith but now there was graffiti on the side
emergency exit doors. Malcolm agreed to remove this also.

Vacancy in Orton Goldhay East (Minute 8c)

It was agreed to produce some eye-catching posters to place in the church, library, doctors waiting rooms
and other community places. Jenny Farnham agreed to design some and liaise with Diana Harkess and the
Clerk.

Ways to Improve the Engagement of the Parish (Minute 5d)
Dates of the Parish Council meetings were submitted to the Orton Oracle but the July issue had not yet
appeared.

Orton Counselling Service for Young People (Minute 3g)
It was agreed that Kim Whitworth be the Parish Council representative on the above committee.
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
