DECLARATION OF INTERESTS — The following member declared an interest:
Mrs K Whitworth — item 3 — a member of the Police Authority.

LOCAL POLICING MATTERS — PCSO Paul Spencer and PCSO Sally Lunness attended the meeting.
They reported that the main nuisance in the area has been the illegal riding of motorbikes. Except for
burglary, all other crime rates were down. The increase in burglary was a seasonal activity. They
confirmed that anti-social behaviour at the Parish bench in Lady Lodge Drive had been reported to the
Police but that the Police had not recommended its removal. They confirmed that they were aware that
people were being harassed by begging at Herlington.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 20 SEPTEMBER 2006 — Mr Long proposed and Mr Chambers
seconded that the minutes be signed as a true and correct record. This was carried.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
Tree and Hedgerow Management (Minute 5a).

‘A Guide to Adverse Possession of Unregistered Land” was received from the Land Registry. Mr Long
agreed to read through this guide and report at the next meeting.

A letter from Mr Scane was circulated with the agenda and his response to our reply was noted.

A quotation of £200 for the felling of all the marked trees was received from Mr Hopper and circulated with
the agenda. Mrs Harkness proposed and Mrs Farnham seconded that this quotation be accepted. This was
carried.

In the past various articles were approved for submission to the Orton Oracle or the Evening Telegraph.
The last article approved was about the proposed cemetery for the Oracle and the vacancy for a Parish
Councillor for the ET. Recently the Clerk was contacted by the ET for an article for their Ortons Today
page.

These were all taken from the approved minutes. The ET then asked for a copy of the latest approved
minutes to be sent by email.
