5. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

(a) New Code of Conduct (Minute 5a)

(b) Vacancies (Minute 5b)
Two letters of application were received for the vacancies on the Parish Council. Mr Chambers proposed and Mrs
Famham seconded the Mr G Masters be co-opted to the vacancy in Orton Wistow ward and Mr M Rowlett be co-opted
to one of the vacancies in Orton Goldhay. This was carried.

(c) Website (Minute 5g)
A draft of the information to be available on the website was circulated with the agenda but Mr Smith was still awaiting

the information regarding the cost of having a page on this website. It was agreed to defer this item to the next meeting.

(d) Trees and Ponds (Minute 6g)
Mr Russell (the tree warden) made an application to the City Council on behalf of the Parish Council for the annual
Environment Improvement grant This application had to be in by the I October 2007 so the Clerk authorised it In the
meantime two quotations for trees was received. Mr Gillings proposed and Mr Stone seconded that the quotation from
Double Yew Nurseries for £100 be accepted as the lower tender. This was carried.

6. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED

(a) PollilU!.Places - A letter was received from the City Council reviewing the Polling Places. It was agreed that the present
arrangements for polling stations are satisfactory.

(b) Climate Change - A publication on 'Ways to tackle climate change' was received from defra. The websites on which
this guide can be found were noted.

(c) Taekwondo Training - An application for funding under section 137 LGA was received. It was agreed to defer this
application to the next meeting.

(d) Victim Support - An application was received for funding under section 137 LGA. Since £500 was sent on 18 April
2007, it was agreed to abide by the policy previously set that only one application from each organisation in anyone
financial year will be considered.
