The Chairman welcomed Angela Cairns to her first meeting as a member of the Parish Council and the
Acceptance of Office form was signed.

I. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE were received tTom Mrs A Beeton, Mrs J Farnham, Councillor Mrs D

Lamb, Mr C and Mrs K Whitworth, and Councillor J Crane.

2. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS - The following members declared interests:

Mr Cyril Long - item 5(b) - a member of the Village Hall committee.
Mr Ted Howlett - item 5(b) - a member of the Village Hall committee.

3. LOCAL POLICING MA TIERS - There were no police present. A reply was read out tTom the local MP
regarding PCSO powers. This was noted. An email tTom the Community Contact Officer was read out
explaining the situation at the Orton Police Station. Councillor Kempsell proposed and Mrs Harkness
seconded that the Parish Council should reply asking who would now be responsible for all the duties
undertaken by the former desk clerk. This was carried and Councillor Kempsell agreed to help draft this
letter. He also agreed to find out the name of the man who was attacked in Cherry Orton Road so that a
card could be sent tTom the Parish Council. A report on the Neighbourhood Policing Panel, of which
Councillor Kempsell and Mrs Cairns are members was given. A parish questionnaire had been received by
email which Mr Howlett, as our representative on the Police Consultation Group, agreed to deal with. The
Crime Statistics were forwarded byemail.

4. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 19 JULY 2006 - Mr Chambers proposed and Mr Howlett

seconded that the minutes be signed as a true and correct record. This was carried.

5. MATIERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

(a) Tree and Hedgerow Management (Minute 5a).
The records at the Land Registry showed the area of tree belt, together with the Play Area, as unregistered
land. To register the land, proof of ownership must be provided. The City Council cannot provide this
proof and have relinquished their responsibility for it. The Clerk contacted Mr Peter King, as the last
remaining contact with Lady Lodge Estates, but he could only confirm that Lady Lodge Estates no longer
exists as all the former partners of it are now deceased. His recollection was that it went to Norman Cross
Rural District Council because the Refuse Tip was adjacent to it. It was agreed that the Clerk should
enquire how to go about claiming this land as adverse possession and to register it in the name of the Parish
CounciL

A letter tTom Mr Scane was read out and it was agreed to reply informing him that we were still in the
process of investigating the ownership of the land and enclosing a signed copy of the last minutes.

A further meeting was arranged with the tree officer, Mr Home, regarding the additional trees around the
Play Area and allotments. The Clerk and Mr Long waited but Mr Home failed to turn up. However, some
further trees were identified as having died and a letter was sent to Mrs Snape, a resident whose property
abutted two of these trees. Mrs Snape's reply was read out. She did not want the trees totally removed and
volunteered to maintain them herself Mr Long proposed and Mr Howlett seconded that the Parish Council
should accept Mrs Snape's offer. This was carried. Now that all the trees to be cut down have been
identified, it was agreed to go ahead with obtaining a quotation for the work.
